Students who earn an AS in Dental Hygiene will have completed a certain
amount of general education. Typically, students will need to complete critical thinking, statistics (MATH 10--- which is required for
entrance into the program) plus arts and humanities general education courses. A student can choose to follow the CSU pattern or
the IGETC pattern for general education. Please choose one of the general education options below and complete this worksheet.
You can go to www.assist.org to help you fill out this form. It is highly recommended that you set up a meeting with a counselor to
review your completed general education requirements for accuracy. After completing the worksheet, scan a copy and upload it
with your application for the AS to BS Dental Hygiene Program. If you still need some lower division general education courses,
you may take them at Foothill College, or another community college. Foothill College offers many online general education courses
to accommodate working professionals and students at a distance.
